The BUNCH OF GRAPES TAVERN operated in the 1600 and 1700’s. Located on King Street in Boston, Massachusetts, it was the home of the first Grand Lodge in the United States.  Organized by Henry Price, a Boston tailor, operating under authority received from the Grand Master of England, 18 Masons gathered on July 30, 1733 to open the first Lodge in the Colonies. Only part of the sign exists today which was three bunches of grapes that “dangled temptingly over the door.” It is noted that George Washington was “handsomely entertained” here after the siege of Boston ended in March 1776. Lafayette was also a guest here. The building was demolished in 1798.
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
