The Lodge was opened in Due Form on the Third Degree by the Worshipful Master at 8:04PM with 35 Members and Visitors present as per Register. The Pledge of Allegiance was given to our Flag. The Worshipful Master introduced and recognized all Guests and Past Masters.
The minutes of our Stated Communication on January 8th and our Entered Apprenticed Degree on January 24th were read and approved.
Petitions were submitted for Mr. Robert G. Reese, Mr. Lawrence E. Belcher, and Mr. Seth M. Penn. The Worshipful Master assigned an Investigation Committee consisting of WBro. Peter Brill, PM, Bro. Ron Gillespie and Bro. Mitch Griffith.
A Bill for $448.09 was submitted for our new rear door. A motion was made by Bro. Jim Mills and seconded by WBro. Steve Strickland, PM to pay the bill. The motion was passed.
Balloting was done on Mr. Henry “Hank” Murphy for the Entered Apprentice Degree and on Bro. Cory M. Britt and Bro. Victor S. Grbich Jr. for advancement to the Fellowcraft Degree. All ballots were clear.
The Treasurer reported an Operating Fund of $6254.34 which included:

· Building Fund - $3418.92

· CDs - $3460.30

For a Total Balance of $13,133.67

Boston Butt Sales totals were $10,275.

Expenses included:

· Booties for propane - $309.63

· Inlet Affairs for Butts and supplies - $4,426.10

Total Expenses - $5,435.73
Net Profit to date - $4839.27

The Treasurer also reported that our two biggest expenses of the year were paid last month which were Grand Lodges Dues of $2,490 and Building Insurance of $3,625.20.
The Worshipful Master received an ovation for his mailing of Postcards reminding members of our meeting. He asked that those not receiving a card to please update their address with him following the meeting.

A plea was made from Murrells Inlet Elks Lodge #2797 to support a Pancake Breakfast on March 22nd from 8:00AM to 11:00AM for $5.00 a plate at Belin Methodist Church to create a perpetual Trophy for their Pinewood Derby and an eventual Eagle Scout scholarship for Boy Scout Troop #396 in memory of James W. Saunders, grandson of our Bro. Ron Kinney, who recently passed away at age ten. A motion was made by Bro. Ron Gillespie and seconded by WBro. Stu Purvis to purchase ten tickets in advance. The motion passed.

Approval and authority was given to our Building Committee to install Mosaic Tile around our Altar and Tile our Restroom floors using their best discretion at the earliest possible date. A motion was made and seconded to sell Tiles to raise the necessary funds and purchase a plaque to thank the donors.
Masonic Education was given by Bro. Buddy Johnson on masonry during the Revolutionary War.
The Worshipful Master reported that Bro. Harry Miller was now in Rehab and getting along. The ramp had been installed at Harry’s house. Bro. Bill Haddle was upbeat as he continues his fight with renal cancer. Bro. Alex Bohm was scheduled for eye surgery tomorrow morning. Bro. Bob Mitchell has been having family problems and hopes to return to the Lodge soon.

A motion was made by Bro. Scott Johnson and seconded by Bro. Matt Atwell to pay for three rooms for our Master and Wardens at Grand Lodge in Greenville for the nights of April 23rd and 24th.
The Bucket was passed and $104 was collected for the Widows and Orphans Fund. The Building Fund had $120 in donations.
With peace and harmony prevailing, the Lodge was closed in Due Form on the Third Degree of Masonry at 9:52PM.
