Harry S. Truman, 

33rd President 

(1945-1953).   Harry S. Truman became 

the 33rd Chief Executive, Thursday, April 

12, 1945, when he was sworn in by Chief 

Justice Harlan Stone, two and a half hours 

after the untimely death of Franklin Delano 

Roosevelt.  He was born May 5, 1884, at 

LaMar, Barton County, Missouri.  He was 

made a Mason in Belton Lodge No. 450, of 

Missouri, March 9, 1909 and served as 

Junior Warden in 1910.  In 1911, he organ-

ized Grandview Lodge No. 618 and served 

as its first Worshipful Master.  Later, he 

was its Secretary, and again in 1917, its 

Master.  From 1925 to 1930, he served 

the Grand Lodge as District Deputy Grand 

Master and District Deputy Grand Lecturer, 

and in 1930 was appointed Grand Pur-

suivant, and progressed regularly until his 

elevation as Grand Master in 1940. 

 

On November 15, 1919, he was exalted in 

Orient Chapter No. 102, Kansas City, Mis-

souri, December 8, 1919; Knighted by 

Palestine Commandery No. 17, of Inde-

pendence, Missouri, June 15, 1923, receiv-

ing the 32nd degree in Western Missouri 

Consistory, Kansas City, Missouri.  On No-

vember 21, 1941, he received from Grand 

Commander Melvin M. Johnson, 33 deg, of 

the Northern Supreme Council, the Gour-

gas Medal for distinguished service to Ma-

sonry, Humanity and Country. 

 

In 1945, he was crowned a 33 deg by the 

Supreme Council, Southern Jurisdiction.  

President Truman died on December 26, 

1972.

Lyndon B. Johnson, 36th 

President, was born on 

August 27, 1908, on a 

farm near Stonewall, 

Texas.  He was sworn

was assassinated in Dallas, Texas.  A year 

later, running against the Republican nomi-

nee, Senator and Brother Barry Goldwater 

of Arizona, he won a landslide victory, to 

serve as president for the four-year term, 

January, 1965-January, 1969.  He declined 

to run for re-election. 

 

On October 30, 1937, he was initiated an 

Entered Apprentice in Johnson City, Texas.  

He never advanced.  A week after his initia-

tion he won an election for Representative 

in Congress and began a very busy political 

career in Washington which lasted until his 

retirement from the Presidency in January 

of 1969. 

 

The opinion among Masons is divided as to 

whether he should be regarded as a Ma-

sonic President, since he never achieved 

the status of Master Mason.  Masonic law 

in Texas declares that “Entered Appren-

tices and Fellowcrafts are Masons.” Al-

though denied certain rights and privileges, 

Lyndon B. Johnson was accepted and initi-

ated in a Masonic Lodge, and at that time 

was addressed as “Brother.”  President 

Johnson died on January 22, 1973.

Gerald Rudolph Ford, 

Jr., 38th President was born in Omaha, 

Nebraska, on July 14, 1913, but has lived 

most of his life in Grand Rapids, Michigan.  

He represented the 5th Michigan district in 

Congress from 1948 till 1973, when he 

was appointed Vice President by President 

Richard M. Nixon.  When Nixon was forced 

to resign, Brother Ford became President 

on August 9, 1974. 

 

With three brothers, he was initiated into 

Masonry in Malta Lodge No. 465, Grand 

Rapids, Michigan, on September 30, 1949.  

Columbia Lodge No. 3 of the District of 

Columbia conferred the Fellowcraft and the 

Master Mason degrees as a courtesy to 

Malta Lodge No. 465.  He became a Mas-

ter Mason on May 18, 1951.  He became a 

member of the Scottish Rite in the Valley of 

Grand Rapids, A.A.S.R., Northern Jurisdic-

tion, in 1957, and was coroneted an Hon-

orary 33 deg S.G.I.G. in Philadelphia, Penn-

sylvania on October 26, 1962.  He was 

also a Shriner, Saladin Temple, Grand Rap-

ids, Michigan, and Honorary Member of 

DeMolay Legion of Honor.  President Ford 

died on December 26, 2006
