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GREETINGS FROM
THE EAST:

When is a man a
Mason? Is he a Mason only when he is with
his brothers at lodge? Is it only when he
dons his ring? Is it only when he is among
those who know him to be as such? Of
course we know none of these to be true, for
a man is a Mason, in his heart for as long as
he chooses to be, every moment onward
after taking his obligation.  As such, he
should live as a Mason at all times and
places no matter what company he is in the
presence of or whether he is wearing a sym-
bol of his association.

My first year as a Mason, | was proud to be a
part of the fraternity and wanted to place
the square and compass on my car, but |
had reservations. Would | not reflect badly
on the craft if | were to cut someone off, or
drive aggressively? Wouldn’t someone
judge other Masons based on my actions?
Of course they would! The solution to my
‘problem’ was obvious: don't do those
things. After all, | had joined the fraternity to
improve myself; why would | continue to
make poor choices? Well, truth be told, we
are all but human and prone to err. Yet still,
we have to attempt to adhere to our obliga-
tions or they were for naught. | did place the
emblem on my car; but less because | was
proud and more as a reminder to strive to
live as a Mason at all times—even with deal-
ing with traffic.

To live a blameless and zealous life is quite
the undertaking, but it is a choice we each
have made as well as a promise to one an-
other, ourselves and to God. That makes it
a pretty important goal. So why do we do it?
As with any objective we choose to pursue,
we do so because we understand there are
rewards for our success—rewards not neces-
sarily understood by others.

In my own experiences, last year | took to
running and in April | completed my first half
marathon race, the Derby Festival MiniMara-

thon. It took a lot of training to get to that
point. Along the way, friends and family
just shook their heads when | would share
tales of my 5 mile trail run, or the adven-
tures of the 10 mile run in the rain. They
did not know for what reason | pushed
myself to train so hard and often. During a
training run a couple of months ago, | was
on a particular two mile stretch that was all
uphill. | had a flashback to a certain day
just two years earlier where | had merely
walked up a shorter and less steep hill
while at the zoo with my son, but had strug-
gled so much that | thought | might pass
out and had to rest a good few minutes
when | reached the top. Yet here | was
running up a long and steep hill and feeling
great, even knowing there would be no
stopping for a breather when | reached the
top. Through dedication and practice, |
had improved myself. No one else, who
had not experienced the same feeling of
accomplishment and wellbeing, would truly
understand the “why.” The rewards, while
very real to me, are somewhat intangible to
others.

In another example more specific to Ma-
sonry, | was recently having a brief conver-
sation with a friend, when | had to go ex-
cuse myself for lodge. He said, “Again?
You go to lodge a lot; seems you are always
going to a meeting, or to work the fish fry or
to work on the newsletter. | don’t get it;
being a Mason seems like a lot of work!” |
simply smiled and said, “You are right, you
don’t get it.”

The rewards of Masonry are one of the true
secrets of the craft; they cannot be learned
from a book or found on the Internet. They
can only be realized through experience.
That experience is obtained from dedica-
tion and, more especially, practice. Thus it
is your duty to live every day of your life as
a Mason: for yourself, for your brothers,
and for those that are observing and judg-
ing the craft by your actions.

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FREEMASONRY AND THE
AMERICAN REVOLUTION

From The Grand Lodge Of Texas

The month of July is special to all Americans
because we celebrate the birth of our nation
on the fourth of July. On that date in the year
1776, representatives of the thirteen Ameri-
can colonies, assembled at what is now
known as Independence Hall in Philadelphia,
adopted a manifesto asserting their political
independence from the British crown. We
know that document as the American Decla-
ration of Independence.

Over the last two centuries various Masonic
writers have often attempted to inflate the
involvement of members of the Masonic
fraternity in the events leading up to and
resulting from this important historic event.
It has often been claimed that all or most of
the signers of the Declaration of Independ-
ence were Freemasons; or that all or most of
the general officers serving under Washing-
ton were Freemasons. These claims have
been made to bolster the theory that the
events of the American Revolution and the
formation of the American colonies into an
independent republic were carried out ac-
cording to some Masonic plan, and in accor-
dance with universal Masonic principles.

It is always best that such claims be tem-
pered by the light of responsible and accu-
rate historic research, not for the purpose of
discounting the patriotic nature of our early
American Masonic forbearers, but rather to
understand the role that Freemasons did
play in the formation of this great nation.
Probably the best accounting of Masonic
membership among the signers of the Decla-
ration of Independence is provided in the
book Masonic Membership of the Founding
Fathers, by Ronald E. Heaton, published by
the Masonic Service Association at Silver
Spring, Maryland. According to this well re-
searched and documented work, proof of
Masonic membership can be found for only
eight of the fifty-six signers of the Declara-
tion of Independence. They are:

m  Benjamin Franklin, of the Tun Tavern
Lodge at Philadelphia;

m  John Hancock, of St. Andrew's Lodge in
Boston;

m Joseph Hewes, who was recorded as a
Masonic visitor to Unanimity Lodge No.
7, Edenton, North Carolina, in Decem-
ber 1776;

m  William Hooper, of Hanover Lodge, Ma-
sonborough, North Carolina;

m  Robert Treat Payne, present at Grand
Lodge at Roxbury, Massachusetts, in
June 1759;

m  Richard Stockton, charter Master of St.
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John's Lodge, Princeton, Massachusetts
in 1765;
m  George Walton, of Solomon's Lodge No.
1, Savannah, Georgia; and
m  William Whipple, of St. John's Lodge,
Portsmouth, New Hampshire.
Additionally, another five or six signers have
from time to time been identified as mem-
bers of the fraternity based on inconclusive
or unsubstantiated evidence.

As for the Masonic membership among
Washington’s generals, it is true that many
were members of the fraternity, but many
were not. The recognized modern authority
on the subject is James R. Case, former
Grand Historian of the Grand Lodge of Con-
necticut, who published his findings in the
1955 booklet Fifty Early American Military
Freemasons.

When examining the participation of Freema-
sons in the American Revolution we should
first remember the Ancient Charges of a
Freemason, and especially that charge con-
cerning “the Civil Magistrates, Supreme and
Subordinate,” which enjoins the Mason to be
“a peaceable subject to the Civil Powers”
and “never to be concern'd in plots and con-
spiracies against the peace and welfare of
the nation.” This charge was listed as the
second of those contained in the Constitu-
tions adopted by the Premier Grand Lodge at
London in 1723, long before the American
Revolution. How then can we justify the par-
ticipation of American Freemasons in their
rebellion against the King?

The answer can be given in two parts. First,
the Masonic fraternity in the American colo-
nies took no part in the Revolution, following
Masonic tradition by taking no official
stance. However, the fraternity’s official neu-
trality may have owed as much to the di-
vided loyalties of its leadership as it did to
Masonic tradition. Many Masons were Loyal-
ists. And second, rebellion against the state,
whether justified or unjustified, is not a Ma-
sonic offense. The Old Charges state clearly
“if a Brother should be a Rebel against the
State, ... if convicted of no other Crime, ...
they cannot expel him from the Lodge, and
his Relation to it remains indefeasible.” This
simply means that, in the case of the Ameri-
can Revolution, many brethren, feeling that
the actions of the crown warranted revolu-
tion and independence, were justified in
following their consciences without fear of
violating their Masonic obligations or any
Masonic law.

As the charge concerning the Civil Magis-
trates reminds us, “Masonry hath been al-
ways injured by War, Bloodshed, and Confu-
sion,” the fraternity was indeed injured by

the war. General Joseph Warren, Grand Mas-
ter of the Ancient’s Provincial Grand Lodge
of Massachusetts, lost his life at the Battle
of Bunker Hill in June 1775 and his body
was thrown into an unmarked grave. While
he had led the American troops during that
battle, his lodge brother, Dr. John Jeffries
assisted the British troops. Nearly a year
later, his body was exhumed and identified
by another Lodge brother, Paul Revere.

Even before the Declaration of Independ-
ence, colonial Masonry suffered from the
disruptions of the war, and the division of
loyalties among its members. Many lodges
found it difficult to meet regularly, and oth-
ers ceased to meet at all. Many lodges were
disbanded as occupying British forces pro-
hibited private assemblies, and loyalist Ma-
sons fled the country or joined the British
forces.

Although the Masonic fraternity played no
part in the Revolutionary War, it can easily
be shown that in many ways the revolution-
ary ideals of equality, freedom, and democ-
racy were espoused by the Masonic frater-
nity long before the American colonies be-
gan to complain about the injustices of Brit-
ish taxation. The revolutionary ideals ex-
pressed in the Bill of Rights, the Declaration
of Independence, and the writings of Tho-
mas Paine, were ideals that had come to
fruition over a century before in the early
speculative lodges of the seventeenth and
eighteenth centuries, where men sat as
equals, governed themselves by a Constitu-
tion, and elected their own leaders from
their midst. In many ways, the self-governing
Masonic lodges of the previous centuries
had been learning laboratories for the con-
cept of self-government.

On September 18, 1793, President George
Washington, dressed in his Masonic apron,
leveled the cornerstone of the United States
Capitol with the traditional Masonic cere-
mony. Historian Stephen Bullock in his book
Revolutionary Brotherhood carefully notes
the historic and symbolic significance of that
ceremony. The Masonic brethren, dressed in
their fraternal regalia, had assembled in
grand procession, and were formed for that
occasion as representative of Freemasonry's
new found place of honor in an independent
American society. At that moment, the occa-
sion of the laying of the new Republic's foun-
dations, Freemasons assumed the mantles
“high priests” of that “first temple dedicated
to the sovereignty of the people,” and they
“helped form the symbolic foundations of
what the Great Seal called ‘the new order for

’

the ages’.
