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GREETINGS FROM 

THE EAST: 

 

Sunday morning, 

before the sun was even up, I drove out 

to Jefferson Memorial forest to run the 

Siltstone trail.  While I initially started 

with three other runners, I soon found 

myself on my own and for the next hour 

and a half it was just me and nature.  

There is something to be said about 

being alone in the forest; the cool early 

morning air, the birds singing out to the 

glory of the new day, and the quiet beat 

of your footfalls upon the dirt.  One of 

the other simple joys of solitude is free-

dom.  There are no societal expecta-

tions to conform to, no feelings to look 

out for, and no pridefulness or superiori-

ty to ruin your mood.  You are free to 

just be.  You are not going to offend the 

trees, or get in an argument with the 

squirrels, or even humiliate the wildflow-

ers.  It is easy to be moral, honest and 

just or rather difficult to be otherwise 

when there is no one else around.  Yet, 

one cannot stay out there forever--at 

least not one who has family, friends 

and obligations—so I soon found my way 

back to ‘civilization.’  Back to the trials 

of day to day life; duties, responsibilities 

and chores.  Back to the challenges of 

making good choices and treating peo-

ple as though I hope to be treated.  

Back to the difficult decisions that eve-

ryone faces sooner or later.   

 

My point is sometimes it is just plain 

difficult to around other people, though 

necessary it may be.  But it becomes 

easier when you can take some time to 

yourself to reflect on your struggles 

along with the joys that make life worth 

living.  It is further eased when you real-

ize that we all face the same hardships, 

though the details may be different.    

This recognition of commonality is one 

of the great lessons that Masonry has 

taught me.  For example, by knowing a 

man has received the same lectures 

and ceremonies as I have myself, that 

we have taken the same or similar 

obligations and are bound by the same 

moral goals, I can call that otherwise 

stranger “Brother.”  Though we may 

not have similar views on religion, poli-

tics, or even where to get the best 

cheeseburger, we can instead focus 

on what ‘unites and cements us into 

one common bond.’  

 

Beyond the fraternity, Masonry has 

aided me in a similar fashion when 

dealing with others I may encounter on 

this level in time.  The acknowledg-

ment of the reflection of my own tribu-

lations in others helps me to see past 

our differences and instead focus on 

our parallels.   

 

Thus, the next time someone cuts you 

off in traffic, think about a time when 

you might have been in a hurry and 

what justifications you may have had 

for the same actions. When the worker 

behind the counter screws up your 

order, remember when you were dis-

tracted because you had something 

pressing on your mind.  With a little 

understanding, cooler heads prevail.  

And if all else fails, a little solitude and 

fresh air couldn’t hurt.

My brothers, those

I know from the many brothers who 

attend our meetings and who have 

shared with me their great concern 

occasioned by recent events in 

Lodge that there are those inclined 

to over-react to the cloudy report 

from the South, but while we are at 

refreshment between meetings it is 

my duty to see that none pervert 

refreshment to intemperance or 

excess, myself not excluded.  Those 

brothers who have expressed their 

distress that, by all outward appear-

ances, our Lodge is more con-

cerned with the external qualities of 

a man must consider that the ide-

als of Masonry are greater than the 

sum of Masonry’s parts at any point 

in time, i.e., Masonry is greater 

than the sum of the members of 

any given Lodge, including our own.

As we mature we 

come to accept the reality that 

there are no perfect men, which 

reality is implied by the motto of 

Masonry which states that it seeks 

to take good men (not perfect men) 

and make them better.  Those who 

wonder whether they should refer 

to the great poet, William Shake-

speare, as “Brother Bill,” likely have 

heard the bard proclaim that “a 

man can smile and smile and yet 

be a villain.” 

Yet how many men consider them-

selves to be villains?  Like all of us, 

those who recently have caused the 

clouds to appear in the South likely 

would attribute their actions to no-

ble motives.  While you and I may 

attribute less noble motives, we 

must recall that we are bound by 

ties far stronger than any cord 

could secure to respect their right 

to so act—as painful as those ties to 

the Masonic Constitution, Resolu-

tions and Edicts that empower their 

shrinking minority may be in this 

instance.  Rules are rules.   

However, to those who have given 

thought to breaking those ties—an 

action I must confess that I myself 

have contemplated after consider-

ing for some time how easily the 

rules may be abused to betray the 

highest principles of Masonry—I ask 

you to consider this.  Can a few 

clouds forever blot out the Sun at 

its meridian height, which is the 

beauty and glory of the day?  How-

ever dark it may have been in the 

South post-Civil War, or in the past 

100 plus years of this Lodge’s exist-

ence, or even in the past 5 years 

for that matter, the clouds are re-

ceding, my Brothers.  They are few 

in number and fleeting.   

In flinging wide his firmament, the 

Grand Master of the Universe has 

created a world in which clouds 

may only temporarily block the 

great Sun before they die and burn 

away in the vast sweep of time.  On 

a smaller scale in our own brief ap-

pearance on the stage of life per-

haps we can more modestly under-

stand, my disgruntled Brothers, 

that to take your own light from the 

Lodge can only increase the dark-

ness.
