In this your 2nd degree one point is disclosed implying that you are midway in FMy superior to that of an EA but inferior to that rank which we hope you will one day attain.


Again let me draw your attention to the 3 lesser L, which in this Lodge are shining in the E. In your 1st degree there were 3 lesser L shining, in this your 2nd degree there are but 2, further implying that the more Int L you receive the less Ext L you require.


Likewise the C/TOW is only twice round your N, in your 1st degree it was Thrice, this infers that the more you come among us the more confidence we will have in you, and I would ask that this danger be removed meantime.


However there is another danger which cannot be removed, that is the penalty of your Ob. It shall remain with you through life.
