Awards are based on Scholarship Achievement, Character, Financial need of the Applicant and
Recommendations. Decisions of the Scholarship Committee are final.

Applicant can receive Scholarship grant for a maximum of four (4) years.

If you have NOT received a Roya Arch Scholarship in the past you must submit three (3) written
Recommendations with the application -- two of which should befrom Instructorswho have had supervision
over and observation of the Applicant's academic work during the past two years. Thethird may be someone
who has known the Applicant well over aperiod of time, preferably aMason. (Should not be arelative or
family member!) Note: If you have previously received a Royal Arch Scholarship you must still list three
references but you do not need to send aletter of recommendation.

Scholarship Grants may range from $500 to $1,000.
The APPLICATION MUST BE COMPLETED BY THE APPLICANT and be as detailed and precise as

possible. It should be clearly legible. A typed or very legibly printed form is easier to read and quicker to
process.

Submit any additional information deemed necessary for the proper review of the Application (additional
pages may be added).

The completed APPLICATION MUST BE VERIFIED AND SGNED BY THE CHAPTER SECRETARY, as
to the membership of the Sponsor, the Sponsor's relationship to the Applicant, scholarship need and
worthiness of the applicant and stamped with the Chapter seal.

After endorsement by the local Chapter Secretary, the APPLICATION should be forwarded to the
Scholarship Committeefor review and disposition. ALL APPLICATIONSmust be postmar ked BEFORE
April 1 of any given year!

10. Complete Official Transcripts of grades (bearing the school name), (internet or grade reports
are not acceptable), Letters of Recommendation, Notification of College acceptance, etc., MUST be
submitted with and at the same time as the APPLICATION.
