#343 we have teamed up with Brother Dave
Milidonis (Fuquay Lodge #258) and the
National Veterans History Archival Institute
(NVHAI) which Brother Milidonis founded.

Many records at the storage ware-
house in St. Louis have been destroyed by
fire and also by flooding in New Orleans.
Often times the records that you, as a vet-
eran, may have in your possession are the
only links that may prove some other per-
sons military service. This may seem far
fetched, but I assure you it is not.

The NVHAI is conducting personal inter-
views will ALL veterans, no matter what
branch of service. Every veteran has a story
to tell.... Whether active duty or reserve,
whether war time or peace time. All of this
information needs to be documented for
future generations. There are an estimated
22 million veterans alive and so far only
about 60,000 have told their story. This is
where we need your help.

Our lodge is setting up a team of inter-
viewers along with outside organizations so
that we can find and record as many veter-
ans as we can. This information is then all
stored in its unedited version at the Library
