| watched a news reporter on TV interview a
mother shopping at Walmart. She was buy-
ing a four hundred dollar cell phone, a
three hundred dollar iPod, and a six hun-
dred dollar laptop computer for her ten
year old daughter. A ten year old? | couldn’t
believe it. That child will never learn respon-
sibility. She will never learn to fend for her-
self. She will always think she is entitled. |
couldn’t stand it. | changed channels.

What do you think was on the other chan-
nel? You guessed it. A camera showed a
long line of people waiting to buy a new
version of a cell phone. The line was out-
side the store, and about two blocks
long. It was the 11:00 p.m. news, and
the people were waiting for the store to
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open at midnight. One hundred of the new
state-of-the-art cell phones were waiting for
the first one hundred customers to fight
their way in to buy them. There looked to be
about two hundred people in the line. And it
was cold outside. Can you imagine? People
waiting for three or four hours in cold
weather at night to pay six hundred dollars
for a cell phone that takes pictures, con-
nects to the internet, does facebook and
myspace, and twittered all over the world.
Maybe it also does laundry and washes the
dishes. My cell phone only sends and re-
ceives phone calls, and it only cost twenty
dollars. | don’t send text messages and |
don’t need anything else.
