Campus Safety

Street crime is on the increase in most U.S. cities. It is also growing on campuses; no college is immune to crime. In fact, many crimes are more common on college campuses than off. So wherever you are, keep yourself safe by being aware of your surroundings. The following tips are provided to help you:

· When leaving your dorm or apartment, make sure all doors and windows are locked.

· Check out around and under your car as you walk up to it. If there is a van parked on one side of your car get in on the other side.

· Don’t carry or flash large sums of money.

· If possible travel with another person, especially after dark.

· At night travel on well-lighted and well-traveled streets, avoid dark areas.

· Walk on the side of the street nearest to oncoming traffic. If accosted by someone in a car, run in the direction opposite of the way the car is headed.

· Be aware of people who approach asking for directions; always maintain a safe distance.

· If you feel someone is following you, go to the nearest occupied residence or building and ask for assistance.

· If you are confronted with a dangerous situation, do not be afraid to call out for assistance. Yelling FIRE, FIRE instead of “HELP” will get more attention. WARNING: Just don’t yell FIRE in a movie theater or other area where it might cause a panic.
· When you get home, particularly after dark, make a quick check for mail or newspaper, don’t stop to read your mail or newspaper headlines, enter your residence as quickly as possible. 

· When arriving home if something is out of place, don’t go in, go to a friend or neighbor’s house and call the police.
